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Upsets abound on day one
After five of the ten qualifying
matches we have established some
self-evident truths: and the first thing
to get straight is that the Yeh Bros
Cup this year might be the best run
event of its kind, ever.

Speaking for myself as a journalist it
was a pleasure to be able to check
the results from every table immedi-
ately and to have access to BBO re-
cords, as well as to the players. The
players are happy - not only to have
an immaculately run event but also
to play bridge in an event where the
players needs are the priority. If you
play badly here, you can only blame
it on jet lag or your partner!

The next self-evident truth is that the
field compares very favourably to a
world championship. There are 24
teams competing, and the fact that
the Australian Youth team (who
were a late addition to the field and
who have been playing as four
rather than six) were at the top of the
table after four matches meant that
there were truly no easy matches in
the event. Just ask the Lavazza
team of current world champions,
playing the strong man, and sup-
porting the field on their shoulders.

I'm sure no one would be shocked
that Mr Yeh's team is unbeaten; well,
perhaps there might be the odd one
or two people who would be a little
surprised…. But even though they
are unbeaten, they are not top of the
table. The powerful Hampson squad
from the US has averaged 20 VPs a
match and leads Bridge I Norge and
the Yeh team by a healthy margin.

Just to remind everyone; the format
of the event is a 10-team qualifying

Swiss. At the end of Friday the com-
petition becomes a double elimina-
tion for the top 16 of the 24 teams.
The remaining eight drop into the
Swiss Plate.

If you finish in the top eight you are
deemed undefeated and play on
Saturday in the undefeated pool;
lose once, and you drop into the
once-defeated pool, lose a second
time and you are in the Plate. If you
finish in the second eight you are
deemed once defeated; you'd better
not lose again! Everyone keeps
playing until they are eliminated into
the Plate or undefeated. More on
that tomorrow.

First winners
The winners of the first Yeh Bros
Cup in 2003 were from China
Evertrust Holding Group Team. We
couldn’t find the names of the team
members on the net but one of the
winners, Li Jie, read Bulletin #1 on-
line and wrote to the Editors.

The winners were Li Jie, Hou Xu,
Jiang Tong, Wushang Jie, Liu Hai
Tao, Zhou Qing Hong .

Round 1
Aust Open vs Sweden
The first deal of the day was just
what the doctor would order at
9.30AM. It was a
quiet 3NT with
both declarers re-
ceiving a trick on
the lead, and an
overtrick material-
izing for Australia

when declarer set up a long card in a
seven-card fit. If the players thought
they were in for an easy ride, they
were soon to be woken up, as a se-
ries of slam decisions came their
way …

Both tables coped sensibly enough
with this freak deal. When dummy
comes down, if you were told the }Q
was offside you might not fancy your
chances too highly even in game.
But with the {J doubleton, West is
inexorably caught in a spade/dia-
mond squeeze and both declarers
brought in 620 painlessly.

That turned out to be critical in the
match between Stansby and Chi-
nese Taipei. In one room N/S had
taken the low road. After 3[-4{-4[
both Weinstein and Carruthers' de-
cision to pass as N-S might be
viewed as pessimistic (or rank cow-
ardice if you prefer). +100 was not
much of a return, but in the other
room the auction proceeded

Given the lie of the cards there was
no sensible way to go down, and that

was 16 imps to Chinese Taipei. Alas
for them, that was virtually all the
imps they scored that set and
Stansby won 20-10.

Klinger's innocent overcall landed
hims in potentially hot water, but
when Nystrom did not have enough
to double at his first turn Bertheau
went quietly. Bertheau won the [Q
lead with [A and shifted to a low dia-
mond ducked to Nystrom's }9. Then
on a low spade switch Klinger
ducked again, so Bertheau won the
]K and played three rounds of
clubs. Klinger ended up with four di-
amond tricks and the club queen;
down two. In the other room
Richman showed a semi-positive
with both majors and that got Gill to a
hopeless 3NT.

Hopeless did I say? Fredin started
accurately enough with a spade lead
to Fallenius' ]A. The diamond return
went to the }Q and }A and now
Fredin exited with a club - remem-
ber, Gill had never bid the suit.
Fallenius ducked the {J so Gill won
on the board and ran the ]J, pitching
a diamond. Fredin innocently exited
with his {8, and all of a sudden the
{10 7 in dummy represented an en-
try to the spades. Declarer emerged
with three spades, five clubs and
one heart trick for 400 and a surprise
5 imp gain instead of a loss of at

least 7 imps. 6-0 for Australia; not
surprisingly this was the only making
game-contract recorded by N/S,
though Chokshi - Gupta doubled 4]
as East-West and collected 500.

An overtrick imp on a quiet game
saw the lead climb to 7-0. Then
something more substantial:

On Nystrom's club lead declarer re-
jected the thought of playing on
clubs. He rose with {A and pitched
his clubs on the top spades, then
played two rounds of hearts, North
not unblocking, and overruffed the
fourth spade back to hand. He ruffed

“I’m not listening”
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a heart in dummy, North pitching his
second club, then cashed }A to find
North three trumps and a spade left;
now he could ruff a spade to hand to
be left with three high trumps.

In the other room Fredin received a
top heart lead from Richman and
elected to settle for the simple line of
winning and drawing two rounds of
trumps ending in dummy. At that
point he saw the 4-1 trump break
and had to weigh the chance of 6-2
spades against a 4-4 break. He took
the slight risk of cashing the three
top spades and ruffing a fourth high,
to draw the rest of the trumps. With
spades not behaving he had to rely
on one club honour being now
onside. No luck; down one.

Fredin's line works whenever clubs
behave or spades are 4-4; let's call
that about an 80%+ line. The alter-
native line of playing to ruff a heart in
dummy might run into a small prob-
lem if the defenders shift to a club
early on, and spades are very un-
friendly. In practice it looks slightly
better to play on hearts - since after
all Fredin's line might also have run
into a spade ruff against a 6-2 break.

Six Norths (amongst them Fruewirth
Hanlon and Weinstein) led a trump
against 6}. Now the line of playing
for a heart ruff fails, of course. De-
clarer can recover by the slightly un-
natural line of taking three top
spades pitching both hearts and a
club from hand, then running the
trumps. In the four-card ending West
has the bare [A and three clubs,
dummy has four clubs, and South is
caught in a strip-squeeze. If he co-

mes down to three clubs and one
heart then declarer cashes the [A
and finesses in clubs to endplay
South. Not surprisingly nobody
played for that line - though the prize
of fame, together with an approving
nod from the bulletin - must surely
have made that tempting.

Six pairs bid and made 6}, while
seven pairs failed. Two pairs went
down in 6{, three in 7}. Five pairs
made 3NT, and the remaining odd-
ball result was 4{ for 130. (Names
available on request.) The datum
score - an average of all the results
is 280 for E-W, suggesting that the
board was a truly difficult one for the
field.

If it is not a contradiction in terms, a
'quiet' slam followed; five out of 24
pairs missed a 6] contract where
making 13 tricks hinged on finding
the queen of trumps missing four,
and then taking either a diamond fi-
nesse or locating 3-3 clubs. All was
well, and 13 tricks were made uni-
versally. Still 21-0 to Australia when
both our tables located the slam.

Both tables got to 6} after a strong

club auction; Richman heard a free
diamond raise in competition and
was never going to stay out of slam.
Nystrom heard his partner relay for
shape and then offer a choice of
games in an auction where it was
clear his partner was considering
other contracts. With extras in con-
trols he bid on to 4} and Bertheau
knew enough to accept now. Both
tables started trumps by running }Q
(that certainly looked a reasonable
approach at Gill's table) and went
down at once. Cashing }A would
have done no better, but the per-
centage play of running }8 brings
home the bacon.

The field bid to the normal contract
here; only three pairs made slam,
two reaching the perfectly respect-
able 6{ contract, and bringing it
home by ruffing a spade and pitch-
ing one spade on the hearts.

One undeserving pair managed to
bring home 6NT when the defenders
did not lead a spade. Three pairs got
'lucky' when they bid the grand slam
and only lost 3 imps for their pains,
two pairs got even luckier when they
stopped in 5} and picked up a game
swing.

One of the Teams who bid 6{ was
Australia Youth. Having benefited
from the Italians missing slam on the
previous deal, Hollands - Howard
bid

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encouraged and received a club
continuation so he could play a
spade. It is hard to see when
Richman's defence would gain - but
equally - today's layout was just a lit-
tle unfortunate for him. Only five
pairs were allowed to make 3} here;
but pride of place for chutzpah, luck,
and generally being in the right place
at the right time must go to Gold and
Townsend who bid and made 3NT
on the lead of ]A, after which all that
was needed was the fall of the }KJ
doubleton onside. Since their
team-mates had defeated 3} doubt-
less they thought they had deserved
that swing….but we know better.

Hold on to your hats; I'm going to
suggest that the deal that follows is a
bridge 'first'. And there are not many
things the editors have not seen be-
fore.

On a deal where no psyche was in-
volved have you ever seen a player
at one table describe his hand as
hearts and clubs, as Richman did,
while the player in the same seat at
the other table bid diamonds 'natu-
rally' and then raised spades, sug-
gesting four? In other words one
player thought he had the round
suits, one thought he had the
pointed suits!

On a trump lead against 4]
Bertheau won in dummy and gave
up a diamond, won the spade return
in hand to ruff a diamond, then led a
heart to the queen and ace. The de-
fenders could cash a diamond but
declarer had the rest. It does not

look as if an early club play by West
would have helped the defenders.
But an initial low heart lead by West
would have put the defenders in
better shape.

3{ was hardly an elegant spot but
Richman received a spade lead and
won in dummy to pass the {10, and
now had just enough trump control
to bring home nine tricks. Still, it was
7 imps to Sweden, trailing 20-11.

Since 4] was bid at half the tables,
and defeated only once on the lead
of }A and a low heart shift, the da-
tum was 260 for N-S.

On a non-trump lead 6} has 12 easy
tricks. Declarer can arrange to ruff
three black cards in the South hand.
On a trump lead Declarer has eight
trump tricks and three black win-
ners, so needs to establish a heart
trick; finally, a 75% chance comes
in. Fredin did lead a heart but Gill
made his 1370 and that left Australia
the winner at 33-11.

Bertheau showed a minimum with
his exact hand pattern; opposite a
typical hand with more in hearts and
less in diamonds, 6} would be poor.

lead). However "friendly defence" is
not a term that one would tend to as-
sociate with Meckstroth-Rodwell
and, when declarer played a low
club from hand, East immediately
jumped in with his {A, cashed his
}A and sent back a passive club.
Two down and no swing.

This board caused huge swings
across the field with the most ex-
treme scores typically featuring
North-South paying 800 in 6[ dou-
bled while East-West were going off
in 6] at the other table. In the Open
Room Meckstroth-Rodwell were not
pushed too hard after Yen opted to
pass 5] and declarer gathered 12
tricks, correctly guessing the clubs.
At the other table the auction saw an
intriguing development once Tsen
elected to show his club values over
Huang's 4] vulnerable overcall of

Grue's strong club opening. Once
Grue clarified his holding with 5[, a
team of wild horses could not have
restrained Huang from bidding a co-
operative 6{. This was converted to
6] and doubled by Hampson, pre-
sumably on general principles ("my
partner opens a strong club and you
guys bid a slam against us?").

This final double coupled with
Hampson's pass over 6{ would es-
sentially dispel any chances de-
clarer might have had of guessing
the critical club suit. Hampson led
the }6 to his partner's }A and Grue
correctly inferred that his partner's
failure to lead a heart meant that the
[A was not cashing and therefore
continued with the }Q. Declarer
took with the }K and after drawing
trumps in two rounds was now faced
with the club guess. He knew that
Grue had to have at least 7-8 hearts
and had already shown two dia-
monds and a spade. Could he have
a 1-7-3-2 shape or perhaps a
1-8-3-1? Huang took the reasonable
view that Hampson's double was
based on club values, since he could
have very little else, and took a first
round club finesse… one down and
13 IMPs to the USA, leading 14-0. It
may come as little comfort to Patrick
but it is worth adding that no other
declarer in 6] successfully guessed
the actual layout.

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Opposite a non forcing 3{ rebid,
Hampson had an easy pass with his
already limited hand. At the other ta-
ble the Chinese Taipei pair put on
their pink-tinted glasses and went on
to bid this paper thin 21 point 3NT,
which was understandably missed
by most of the field. Faced with a
choice of majors from which to lead,
Meckstroth selected spades and ta-
bled the ]9 which ran to declarer's
]10. After this auspicious start, de-
clarer had to bring in the clubs and
for that to happen he needed to find
the }A or an unlikely ]K onside.
That would bring him up to 8 tricks
and if all had worked so far, he would
then be left with a choice of guessing
a red suit for his ninth trick… hardly
the kind of chances you would fancy
for a sizeable flutter at the Conrad
Casino.

However, as my great--grandfather
would put it: "Audaces fortuna iuvat"
(sorry no translation here, those of
you who are Latin-deprived can
google it up): after Meckstroth per-
force took his {A and played back
the ]J to declarer's ]A, Yen must
have been mighty relieved when his
small diamond up caused West to
hop in with the }A. A spade to the
]K and the [A and a heart did not
cause declarer any distress; nine
tricks rolled in, with a nice 7 Imps to
go with it. The score was now 14-7
for the USA. Worth noting is that
even had Meckstroth ducked the di-
amond, declarer would have most
likely succeeded since on the run of
the clubs he could reduce himself to
[KJ and }K10 and get his ninth trick
by making the normal play of a
diamond down.

In the Open Room North-South got
to 3NT after Meckstroth opened a
Precision-style 2{ and Rodwell
made a non forcing noise with 2].
Once East competed further with 4{
and North's double came back to
South, Yen opted to remove it to 4}
on the assumption that his partner's
diamonds would not be a great asset
defending a club contract. Unfortu-
nately for him 4} had exactly four
top losers while 4{ was also one
down. At the other table Grue put on
his creative hat and wheeled out a
1NT overcall which seemed to con-
vince both sides that he had the real
deal, so much so that West made a
preemptive rebid of 4{ which was
doubled by Hampson. Naturally
Grue removed it to 4} which
Hampson must have taken as a
choice of games and based on his
soft major suit values he corrected to
4NT. After the {J lead to the {K, de-
clarer could count eight tricks and
very little chance of getting more.
Grue tried to play for a friendly spade
layout by trying a spade to dummy:
the first time losing the ]Q to the ]K,
West sending back a diamond, but
the second time round the ]9 was
expertly ducked by Huang convinc-
ing declarer to play West for stiff ]10
and thus rising with the ]J and los-
ing to the ]A. Back came a heart
and the defence ran their tricks for a
swift four down. This game gave
Chinese Taipei 9 IMPs and the lead
in the match for the first time: 16-14.

Both pairs got their bidding boots on,
to good effect here. Howard showed
a game-force, then by moving after
the sign-off suggested 18-19. His
leap to slam was based on good
trumps… plus being a junior. And
right he was - on both counts. He
had no problem on a trump lead. It

“How was I to know trumps
wouldn’t break?”
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How random is random?
The number of slams in the first few
hands may have caused the
uninitiated or paranoid amongst us
to suspect that the deals have been
spiced up. We can categorically
state that this is not the case. Tim
Bourke, who oversaw the creation of
the random number program that
created the hands, comments:

In writing dealing programs, I have
used many types of Random Num-
ber Generators (RNGs) to deal
hands and I have performed thou-
sands of statistical tests on the out-
puts of all such programs. Currently,
the method used to deal the hands
in Australia (and at the WBF level)
by computer is to generate a number
between 0 and the number of all
possible deals minus one, using the
one of the best available RNGs, the
Mersenne Twister. (This has a pe-
riod of almost unimaginable length
and has very nice side properties.)
The trick then is to turn the number
so generated into a bridge deal,
which requires little more than a
good grounding in high school alge-
bra.

However, one of the things about
RNGs that many fail to appreciate is
that sometimes the deals generated

using them will not have a good
fit with the expected probabilities
over a few hundred (or even a
few thousand deals). If all sets
had a good fit with the expected
probabilities then the deal pro-
cess would not be sufficiently
random, perhaps allowing some
players to take advantage of that
information late in a set.

I have subjected the output from
my current program to statistical
tests over many hundreds of
thousands of deals, in both
small and large batches. (One of
my favourite tests is to look at
two-way finesses missing a
queen and in batches of 10,000
deals the output showed the
lack of bias you would hope for -
finding the queen without any
other information was a guess). I
can state categorically that us-
ing the Mersenne Twister and
the decoding algorithm outline
above gives the best statistically
verifiable results out of all the
methods I have tried in the 25
years that I have been involved
with the problem of producing
computer dealt hands.
